1. Using a properly rated jack, raise the front of the vehicle and support the frame rails with jack stands. Ensure the jack stands are 
secure and set properly before lowering the jack. NEVER WORK UNDER AN UNSUPPORTED VEHICLE. Remove the front wheels.

2. Using a 14mm, disconnect the front sway bar links front the frame. Use a 12mm to remove the engine skid plate. [FIGURE 1 & 2]

TECH NOTES

1. LIFTING A RADIUS ARM SUSPENSION SYSTEM REDUCES CASTER. THIS KIT REQUIRES THE USE OF 
CASTER CORRECTION (KIT PN 53008)

2. IT IS RECOMMENDED TO INSTALL THE CASTER CORRECTION KIT AFTER THE SUSPENSION HAS 
BEEN INSTALLED AND THE VEHICLE IS ON THE GROUND.
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3. Use a 22mm to disconnect the track bar from the di�erential. Disconnect the shock from the di�erential using a 19mm.  
[FIGURE 3 & 4]

4. Disconnect the di�erential breather hose from the axle tube using a 10mm. [FIGURE 5]

5. Disconnect the brake line blocks from the top of the di�erential using a 12mm. [FIGURE 6]

6. Carefully lower the di�erential enough to remove the coil springs. [FIGURE 7]
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7. Install the new coil springs being sure to seat them properly on the coil seats. 

8. Connect the brake lines to the di�erential. Torque to factory spec using a 12mm. If longer shocks are being used, brake line 
brackets are required. [FIGURE 8]

9. If installing ICON shocks absorbers (87842P or 87842CP) reference shock installation instructions. Connect the front shocks to the 
di�erential using a 19mm. [FIGURE 9]

10. Connect the di�erential breather hose to the axle tube using a 10mm. [FIGURE 10]

11. Use a 22mm to disconnect the track bar from the di�erential. [FIGURE 11]
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12. Using a 14mm, connect the front sway bar links front the frame. Use a 12mm to mount the engine skid plate. Torque to factory 
spec. [FIGURE 12 & 13]
