Install first, starting with
the Caddy and then the
Cage and Utensil Cage.

Are you installing
the Clip-In Kitchenette
Sink Extension?

the instructions and locate
the tab, which we'll use
during the table install.

Are you installing
the Table or
Compact Table?

Complete the install
of the table as per
it's instructions.

2. First things first, we need to remove
the knobs from the factory hatch

You'll see there are two small tabs
on each side of the back of the knob.

If you haven't already removed the
straps from your door, simply unclip
and pull the strap out of it’s slot.

Insert the Caddy into the top slots,
you'll hear it click into place.

If you already have a cage installed,
pull gently on the top of the cage

to allow a bit of room to insert

the Caddy.

Turn the knobs sideways and
insert them into the holes, then
twist them 90 degrees to lock the
knobs in position.

. If you had a Rear Door Cage

previously, ensure any screws
removed are reinstalled.
